 Fundraising activity suggestions for chapters include flower sales (Valentine’s Day), 

bake sales, gift wrapping during the holidays, and participation in marathons with 

proceeds to be benefit chapter activities.  

o All money raised through these activities must be accounted for with the Kids 

Korps office and all money raised must be spent within one calendar year. 
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 Chapter leaders can apply for small grants (generally up to $500) to support 

specific chapter projects or grants that recognize individual members.  (See link for 

details.) 

 Chapters can hold money up to $200 in their own petty cash system.  For 

example your Chapter can host a car wash and collect money and then spend the money 

on a Service Project.  If a chapter has over $200 in its possession for more than one (1) 

month, the Chapter Leaders are required to start an in-house Chapter account with the 

Kids Korps Offices.
